CEP has also produced a full pilot for the show which is being pitched to several 
major networks.  CEP owner, 24 year old Justin Anderson, is very excited about 
the show, “It’s unlike anything we’ve ever produced and we’re getting some great 
feedback.  No one’s pulled the trigger on it yet, but we’re very optimistic.” Sara 
Kozak, Senior Executive Producer at Discovery Channel said: "Crazy Eyes 
produced a really enjoyable and extremely professional pilot in "American 
Picker";  their energy, passion and inventiveness shines through.  I'll be looking 
out for their pitches in the future!"
